3. If applicant for any reason cancels within 30 days of their date, they will forfeit their entire deposit.  If however, the outing is cancelled prior to 30 days, you will be allowed to re-schedule the outing based on availability of dates.

4. Ten (10) days prior to the outing, a complete list of players in the outing must be sent to the Pro Shop.  (Fax phone #631-473-6077).
